Forgiveness is a psycho-political thriller about David, a young American Jew who finds himself caught between three 'fathers,' two nations, two compelling women, and a mysterious ghost. He joins the Israeli army, only to discover that he has been committed to a mental institution built on the ruins of a Palestinian village. The Muselmann, a Holocaust survivor committed to the hospital, tries to save David from his horrifying fate by communicating with the ghosts of the murdered villagers. Are the voices real? Can David escape from the eternal recurrence by controlling his destiny? Or will he find that, whatever he does, his destiny is always-already in the past?
